Regulation for the awarding of Czech Racing Champion title
1. For obtaining the title Czech Racing Champion, the dog, without any regard to its age, must have obtained 2x CACT for winning a race or a coursing. The dog that finishes on the second place, obtains reserve CACT. The time-lag between obtaining the first and the second CACT must be at least 12 months. 

2. Furthermore, the dog must have obtained at least the qualification „very good“ from two judges at two shows taking place under the patronage of ČMKU at the age of over 15 months. At least one such qualification must have been awarded before receiving the second CACT.
3. If there are at minimum 6 dogs and bitches at the start in one breed, the CACT is awarded separately in dogs and bitches. If there are less than 6 specimens of one sex at the start, then dogs and bitches compete together and only one CACT is awarded. If there are less than 6 specimens of one breed at the start, then CACT is not awarded.
4. When a specimen, which already has been awarded the Czech Racing Champion title, obtains CACT, the title CACT goes to the specimen, which obtains Res. CACT. The owner of the specimen having obtained Res. CACT requests the confirmation of this title at the ČMKU secretariat.

5. The title Czech Racing Champion is awarded by ČMKU based on documents submitted by the owner of the dog/bitch, i.e. confirmations (cards) from the races at which the CACTs were obtained, show critiques, pedigree of the dog (foreign applicants submit a photocopy of the pedigree) and a request from the owner of the dog.
